St. George, Martyr, April 23™

Historically, very little is known of St. George’s life.
According to tradition, he was a Christian soldier who
suffered martyrdom about the year 303 in Palestine,
sometime before the reign of Emperor Constantine. A legend
beginning in the twelfth century and later popularized in the
thirteenth century by a book called the Golden Legend tells of
George as a Christian soldier born in Cappadocia. In Sylene,
Libya, he rescued the king’s daughter from a dragon and in
turn Kkilled it. As a result, thousands of people were baptized
and led to God. Devotion to George spread to the West during
the Crusades when he was invoked for protection by King
Richard I of England and his army. George is the patron saint
of England as well as Portugal, Germany, Aragon, Genoa and
Venice.
