The Three Massabki Brothers

They were men of Faith, very wealthy, Generous, always
helped the poor. In the course of the fighting in Syria and
Lebanon in 1860, a great number of Christians died for their
faith. Among them were the Franciscan Fathers and the
Massabki brothers Francis, Abdel Mohti and Raphael who
were all martyred at Damascus in Syria. July 10", 1860,
thousands of lay Christians shed their blood for Christ among
them were the Massabki brothers. On that same night they
fled to the Church for safety, but their assailants were able to
enter and demanded them to abandon their religion. In the
name of all, one of the brothers, Francis, refused their
demand and said: “We do not fear the one who Kills the
body... a crown is prepared for us in heaven, we have our
souls ... and we do not wish to lose them, we are Christians
and we wish to die as Christians.” They were martyred in the
Church before the altar and their bodies were buried in the
Maronite Church of Damascus. Pope Pius XI declared them
blessed on October 10", 1926.

The mission of the Gospel is not confined to
the twelve disciples. The preaching in
Palestine spread to the pagan world. Jesus
today, on the seventh Sunday of the Pentecost
Season, invites the seventy-two disciples like
the apostles to their mission of preaching.
The same way Moses called his seventy —two
helpers in the desert. God wrote the Ten
Commandments and then created the
churches served by the apostles. St. Paul
insisted in his letter to the Corinthians on
God’s grace. Jesus provided them with this
commandment: “Greet no one on the way.” It
is like he is telling them “The time is drawing
near. The preaching about God’s kingdom
doesn’t allow delays or time wasting in this
house or the other.” The church’s journey
accompanied by Jesus is like an infant
reaching out to be held.
