Everyone tried to show the royal side of Jesus’
coming to Jerusalem. The saving incident that Jesus
chose to suffer for all humanity, took over the
celebration. Even the royal manner that Jesus used
to enter Jerusalem was far too humble.

This
gave the triumphal entry into Jerusalem a sense of
meekness which was not understood by the disciples
at first. They remembered that right after Jesus was
glorified.

God’s Son suffered the
humiliation from the human to raise them to the level
of God’s children. “Do not be afraid, daughter of
Zion, look your King is coming.”
