On the Fourth Sunday of the Holy Cross, Jesus 

continues His teaching on watchfulness and 

vigilance with another judgment parable about a 

master and his servants. 

There is an element of surprise, the master 

suddenly returns home unexpectedly. He rewards 

faithfulness with privilege, promotion, and honour 

and he punishes unfaithfulness due to laziness and 

abuse with demotion, dishonor and imprisonment. 

The Lord Jesus calls us to be vigilant in watching 

for His return and to be ready to meet Him when 

He calls us. The Lord gives us wisdom and strength 

through the Holy Spirit to turn away from sin and 

to embrace God's way of love and justice.  The 

Lord’s warning of judgment causes dismay for 

those who are unprepared, but it brings joyful hope 

to the children of the light who eagerly wait for His 

return in glory. Be prepared for everything we owe 

is entrusted in us by the Lord. Our responsibility is 

great therefore our day of judgment will be greater.
