This Sunday we celebrate the birth of John the Baptist; 

this miraculous birth shows the mercy and favor of God 

in preparing his people for the coming of Jesus Christ 

our Saviour. Through the reading of today, we are 

invited to remember that we are the children of the new 

Covenant, born to be free in the Lord our Father. 
  

With Jesus Christ, each one of us was freed from 

slavery. Today, we are invited to protect that freedom 

and use it to shield ourselves. The Gospel of Luke shows 

us the freedom that Zechariah and Elizabeth lived by 

ignoring all traditions no matter how important they 

are. Elizabeth was firm in her faith and determined to 

see that God will be glorified through this child.  

  

The name John means "the Lord is gracious". 

Elizabeth proclaimed and Zechariah wrote. The 

harmony between them came from the Holy Spirit to 

complete the will of God. Let us proclaim with 

Elizabeth and write with Zechariah the Will of God on 

the pages of our daily lives, so we can change the logic 

of human according to the logic of God, whenever there 

is a contradiction between them.
