The Gospel (John 1:35-42): John the Baptist's testimony 

to Jesus before his disciples is an invitation for them to 

follow him. Following Jesus is a personal experience, one 

that can only be tasted by those who follow him to where 

he dwells, stay with him, see and hear him, and have his 

secrets revealed to them. Then, in turn, they go and bear 

witness to Jesus, drawing new believers and disciples to 

him. Thus, the calling of Andrew and John remains a 

model of the Christian vocation. 

As for the readings for the week, they vary according to 

the different callings, and within the framework of the 

Sunday Gospel: the calling of Philip and Nathanael in 

John (1:43-51); the calling of the first four disciples in 

Luke (5:1-11); and in Matthew (4:18-25); and the calling 

of the tax collector, the tax collectors, and the sinners with 

him by the Apostle Matthew (Matthew 9:9-13). The 

calling of a few laborers to a great harvest (Matthew 9:35-

38); the calling of the twelve apostles and the giving of 

authority to perform signs and then sending them out to 

preach (Matthew 10:1-6). 

The New Testament Church is founded on these twelve 

apostles, just as the Old Testament community was 

founded on the twelve sons of James.
