Our testimony may enable others to become aware of it 
and to meet Jesus Christ. We can be paralyzed: we can 
be paralyzed in our body, but there are also other ways 
to be paralyzed, by evil and let sin invade us, govern us, 
push us to act selfishly and move us away from God. We 
can be Jesus: God trusts us; this confidence that leads us 
to be in solidarity with the earth, with man, with the 
future of the world.
